CONSTITUTION

Preamble

We, the undersigned, desiring to secure (1) the pleasures and benefits
of assotiation with perscons with a common interest in Amateur

Radio, (2) the furthering of cooperation between Amgteur
-Radio operators and the local community,‘and (3) whichever

goals relating to Amateur Radio and service to the local

community we as a group wish to pursue, do hereby constltute

ourselves the Newington Amateur Radio League, and do enact

this Constitution as our governing law.

ARTICLE I

Membership

Sec. 1 Membership shall be by election and invitation
upon such terms as this League shall, by its By-Laws, provide.

ARTICGLE L1
Termination of Membership

SEE. 1 Membership shall be terminated for any of the
reasons enumerated in the By-Laws,

ARTICLE I1II

Dues

Sec. 1 The Newington Amateur Radio League, by a majority
vote of those present at any business meeting, may levy upon

the general membership such dues or assessments as shall be
deemed necessary for the business of the organization within

its objectives as set forth in the Preamble to this Constitution.

ARTICLE IV
Officers

Sec. 1 The officers of this League shall be: a President,
a Vlcg—PreSLdent, a secretary, a Treasurer, a Public Service
Coordinator, an Activities Manager, and a Trustee.

Set. 2 The officers of this League shall be elected by
secret ballot of the members present at the December meeting,
unless deferred, at which a quorum of members must be present.
Their term of office shall be one year, except for the Trustee,
whose term is indefinite, conditional on League membership,
possession of a valid amateur license, and willingness to serve,

sec. 3 Vacancies occurring between elections must be fi]led
by special secret ballot at the business meeting at which such
